9th ANNUAL SPRING RUN 
                  Sunday 30th April 2006 
 
 
On Sunday 30th April 2006 the M.G. Car Club `Y’ Type Register will be holding their 9th Annual Spring 
Run, to mark the beginning of the event season for 2006. 
 
It will commence from the Gloucestershire and Warwickshire Railway [GWR] Headquarters at 
Toddington Station, which is near Winchcombe, in Gloucestershire. The GWR is an active railway 
company and the station is an excellent example of former Great Western Railway architecture. It is 
likely that there will be engines in steam and you are all encouraged to see what the facility has to offer. 
We have arranged for the facilities – coffee shop and loos to be open from 10.00 am onwards and there 
will be a specially designated area for the cars.  
 
The aim is to have the cars on the road from 11.00 am onwards. The route will take you through the 
Cotswolds and into Buckinghamshire to Claydon House in Middle Claydon. This is a fascinating National 
Trust property which is noted for its 18th century rococo interiors and includes some extensive grounds. 
The house also has an excellent tearoom. The charges for entrance to the House and Grounds in 2006 
will be £5.50 per adult and £2.70 per child. The family Private Gardens will also be open for the first time 
for which there will be an extra charge of £2.50 per person National Trust members of course, will be 
admitted free on production of their membership card. However, entrants who choose not to enter the 
house and grounds would not be charged. 
  
We are hopeful that the Register will have a stand at Claydon House and if you require parts that are 
easily transportable it may be possible for to arrange to collect them. [Please contact David Hague on 
01730 266362 or e-mail: sales@mgytypes.org]. There will be a dedicated area for the cars to park in. 
 
It is anticipated that cars will be departing from Toddington at 11.00 a.m and participants should aim to 
reach Claydon around 3.00 p.m. The journey should take no more than a couple of hours which will 
allow for lunch stops. At 4.00 p.m. the awarding of the NTG Cup [for YA’s and YT’s] and the Bill 
Atkinson Cup [for YB’s] will be made following a self judging concours.  This will give you a chance to 
catch up with old friends, make new acquaintances and of course have a look at the car that you would 
most like to take home with you, prior to making your decision in the concours.
