We have a WDMGC outing planned for a visit to The Henry Ford’s Greenfield Village located 
in Dearborn Michigan. The Henry Ford is located at Oakwood Blvd and Village Road. 

We will rally and park our cars inside THF parking area along Oakwood Blvd, due west of 
the IMAX theatre at the far West end of the campus. (Visit the website thehenryford.org for

Come visit the Wright brothers bicycle shop, Thomas Edison’ Menlo Park laboratory, the 
Harvey Firestone working farm just like it was in the 1880’s, Martha-Mary chapel, a 
working locomotive roundhouse, glass blowing, pottery making, tin smiting. Watch turn of 
the century baseball being played using 1867 rules on the athletic field. Take a ride on a 
model T or an actual steam locomotive. 

The Village is open from 9:30 AM -5PM, and you can come anytime that morning. I will 
have 24 advanced purchase tickets available for $19.75 each in the parking lot, cash 
please. First come first served. (Regular admission is $22.) 

 

For those who are interested, we will try to all meet for lunch, (family style seating) at the 
Eagle Tavern at 1PM. The Eagle Tavern was an actual tavern / hotel from Clinton, Michigan 
that served stagecoach patrons in the mid 1800’s. The dining area is still only lit by 
candlelight, just like it was 150 years ago!
